Monitoring

Monitoring a door station

Video and audio of a station and network camera can be monitored.

For stations without cameras, only audio monitoring will be performed. Applications, Master Stations, VolP phones,
and groups cannot be monitored.

Sound from this station cannot be heard by the other person during monitoring. However, the other person may be
notified that they are being monitored (using a notification tone or flashing LED), depending on the configuration of

the destination station. It may be impossible to monitor the destination station depending on its configuration, or if it is
making an outgoing call, receiving an incoming call, receiving a page, or on a call.
