STEP 1- PREPARING TO MOUNT THE CAMERA

1. The mounting surface must withstand five times the
camera weight.

2. Do not let the cables get caught in improper places or the electric line
cover can be damaged. This may cause a short or fire.

3. For the installation process, remove the dome cover from the camera
module by loosening the three (3) screws on the dome. Use the
wrench provided with the camera.

4. Install the moisture packet in the base of the
camera’s lens.

a. Remove the existing packet from the
camera’s base.

b. Insert the new moisture absorber packet in
its place, as seen in the diagram below.

c. Place the moisture absorber under the camera’s
lens module.

NOTE: The camera will generate enough heat to dry moisture
during operation. In most cases it will not need the
moisture absorber for more than the first day. In cases
where the camera can experience a moisture issue,
users must keep the moisture absorber in the camera.
The moisture absorber has an approximately 6-month
life cycle, varying depending on the environment.

WARNING: It is highly recommended that you install the moisture
absorber when mounting the camera. The moisture
absorber prevents moisture from being captured
inside the camera’s housing, which may cause image
performance issues and damage the camera.

5. Remove the protection film between the dome and
the camera module.

6. Using the mounting template sheet or the camera
itself, mark and drill the necessary holes in the
mounting surface.

STEP 2 - CABLING THE CAMERA TO
EXTERNAL DEVICES

Pass the wires through the mount bracket and make all
necessary connections.

1. If you are using a PoE switch, connect the camera using an Ethernet
cable for both data and power.

2. If you are using a non-PoE switch, connect the camera to the switch
using an Ethernet cable for data transmission and use a power
adapter to power the camera.

STEP 3 - INSTALLING THE CAMERA

1. Attach the camera to the mounting surface using the included anchors
and screws.

2. To mount the camera using the mounting bolt and screws:
a. Secure the two long mounting screws to the camera’s base.

b. Mount the camera to the mounting surface using the 2
mounting nuts.

c. Rotate the locking discs over the screws until the camera is held
tightly from the mounting surface.
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3. Adjust the camera’s lens position to the necessary angle. The
camera’s max tilting angle is 75°. The max rotation angle is
375°. The max panning angle is 345°.

4. Assemble the dome cover over the camera body. Be sure
to assemble the dome and bottom case to match the case
outline. When the installation is completed, remove the
protective film.

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STEP 4 - CABLING

1. Network cable - To connect an RJ45 cable to the camera

Option A (Recommended):
a. Remove the grommet plug.

b. Pass the network cable through the grommet at

the base of the camera.

Option B:
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c. Once the cable is through, add the RJ45 connector.

a. Attach the included RJ45 installation tool to the network cable.

b. Remove the grommet plug.

c. Pass the network cable through the grommet.
Pay attention to the direction of the grommet

connection.
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d. Once the cable’s connector is through, remove

the installation tool.

Once the network cable is passed through the grommet:
a. Insert the grommet into the bottom the camera base.

NOTE: Bending the cable may cause water leakage.

b. Connect the RJ45 into the camera’s network input

at the base of the camera.

NOTE:
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Use the cable with a diameter of
20.19” ~ 0.31” (5.0 ~ 8.0mm).

2. Power - If you are using a non-PoE switch, connect the camera to an

adequate power adapter to power the camera.

3. Sensor/alarm input and output - connect an external sensor input
and alarm output to the camera’s terminal block.

STEP 5 - MANAGING THE SD CARD

1. To install the camera’s SD Card, locate the SD
card slot at the base of the camera.

2. Insert a class 10 SD card into the SD card slot
by pressing the SD card into the slot until it
clicks into position.

3. Toremove the SD card, press the card inward

to release from the card slot.
