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WIRING 
Link-up with the camera is achieved via 25` 16/5 SOOW cord terminated in a L21-20P twistlock cord cap. The cable is ran back to 
the Larson Electronics DVR system (MDVR-ALG series, sold separately), located outside the hazardous location. The portable DVR 
system allows operators to temporarily mount the explosion proof camera without the need for running conduit or cable. The DVR 
system handles signal and provides power to the camera. The twistlock connector ensures the camera does not come unplugged 
during operation.

We strongly encourage a licensed electrician install this product, in all locations especially in outdoor areas 
where weatherproofing may be required. Universal voltage driver permits operation at 100V - 277V AC, 50 or 60Hz 
except those factory ordered with low voltage 11V to 25V AC/DC. 
Warning: Check product label for correct input voltage! 

Attach supply line wires to the appropriate light fixture wires as shown 
in the diagram  
Secure each pair of wires according to the diagram. Utilize a junction box or 
similar device and take precautionary steps for weatherproofing all 
connections if installed in a location where water may come in contact with the 
unit.

The EXPCMR-ALG-1080P-IC-16.7-25-L21.20-1227 explosion proof high definition analog camera from Larson Electronics is an 
inspection camera that can be used for remote observation in hazardous locations. It is available in a fixed lens configuration, a 3.6mm 
90° lens to capture large wide areas, and can produce an image up to 1080p resolution. The EXPCMR-ALG-1080P-IC-16.7-25-
L21.20-1227 allows operators to see visual process data from a centralized control room up. This temporary camera allows operators to 
use a single cable for signal and power. Equipped with 25` SOOW cord, this portable explosion proof camera is ideal for temporary 
installation for inspection, tank cleaning, and any application requiring a portable camera within hazardous locations.

MOUNTING
The EXPCMR-ALG-1080P-IC-16.7-25-L21.20-1227 explosion proof remote observation camera is typically mounted to flat 
surfaces for observation. The included adjustable flat surface bracket has two set screws on the bracket, allowing operators 
to loosen the mounting bracket, adjust the camera`s tilt orientation, and retighten to hold the camera in position. A single 
thru-hole mounting bolt allows operators to adjust the rotation of the camera by loosening one bolt. Accessory pole mounts 
and magnetic mounts are available.

Exp Cord Cap 
Position device near work area for operation. Run cable to nearby power 
source. Insert and twist-lock explosion-proof plug into a compatible receptacle within 
the hazardous environment. See plug operation below. 

PLUG OPERATION 
Electrical connection between plug and compatible receptacle is accomplished 
after plug fully inserts into receptacle and rotated clockwise. 

1. Lift receptacle door and locate polarization on mating plug pin and
receptacle face. Insert plug straight all the way into receptacle until it
cannot go further.

2. Rotate plug clockwise limit (37º), this closes internal contacts and
completes circuit. This also mechanically locks plug into receptacle so it
cannot be pulled out.

3. To remove plug, push plug inward and turn to counterclockwise, pull plug
straight out.

NOTE: This product does NOT use a standard L21-20 plug and CANNOT be plugged into standard L21-20R receptacles. 
This product is designed to pass power and signal through the plug for easy disconnects. Users MUST wire the L21-20R 
receptacle to the correct voltage and utilize a BNC-ALG-SGL-XMFR signal converter on the output side. See Wiring diagram 
for plug pinout.
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Installation 

Before installation: 

• Make sure that the device is in good condition and all the assembly parts are included.
• 

• Make sure that the wall or the ceiling is strong enough to withstand 3 times the weight of the camera.
• 

provide the rated voltage and wattage for the camera. See the  section. 

During installation: 

• Camera Lens: Handle the camera carefully to prevent scratching or soiling the lens. If the lens or IR 
array shield becomes soiled, clean it only with approved products. See the Cleaning section. 

• Monitor impedance: Set the monitor impedance switch to 75 Ω.
• Power supply: Camera drop cable: The camera drop cable includes two connectors: 

 — Video BNC connector: For transmission of the video signal across a coax (75 Ω) extension cable.
 — Power connector: When applying Vdc power, observe the power polarity. See the drop cable 

Step 1. Mounting the camera

Typical ceiling mounting

1. Mark the location of the screws that anchor the mounting base 
to the mounting surface. See the note above. If you are routing the drop cable through mounting 
surface, also mark the position of the hole for the drop cable. 

2. Drill holes for the screws that anchor the base to the mounting surface. The mounting hardware 
provided is appropriate for most surfaces. However, depending on the surface materials, more 
appropriate fasteners may be required. 

3. Drill a 3/4” hole through the mounting surface for the drop cable, if necessary. 

4. Route the drop cable through the hole in the mounting surface, or through the cable guide in the 
mounting base, then attach the camera assembly to the surface using the appropriate fasteners. 

5. Connect the camera drop cable to video and power extension cables. 

6. Connect the other end of the video extension cable to a video monitoring device, such as a HD-TVI 
capable DVR. 

 
NOTE Drop cable connectors are not waterproof. 

7. Connect the other end of the power extension cable to a 12 Vdc power source. Observe the polarity 
of the cable shown in the photo on page 1 of this guide. 

Step 2. Camera adjustments

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2. Verify that video from the camera can be seen on the HD-TVI DVR (HVR) monitor. 

3. While observing video from the camera, loosen the mounting bracket pan, elevation and horizontal 
line adjustment lock screws, point the camera at your surveillance target, and then tighten 
adjustment lock screws and lock nut to hold the camera in position. 

The mounting bracket pan adjustment can be made after loosening the lock nut (see the photo 
below). Use a Phillips #1 screwdriver for the elevation and horizontal line adjustment lock screws.

2. In the PTZ control panel, scroll down the Preset list to Preset95, click the entry to highlight it, and 
then click the Call icon. See below. The OSD MAIN MENUS screen will open.

AE: Set automatic exposure mode. 

AGC (Automatic Gain Control): Higher gain increases brightness but also increases any noise. When a high 
gain level is applied, higher noise levels are seen.

AWB (Automatic White Balance): The function to search for the color which is matched well with the 
ambient environment.

BLC (Back Light Compensation): This feature enables the camera to compensate for strong back light 
conditions in a selected area of the image.

DELAY TIME

D TO N, N TO D: This option sets the AGC brightness when switching from day to night and night to day.

FACTORY INIT

FLICKER: Feature used to reduce noise in the image produced by AC current at 60 Hz. 

FLIP

HLC (High Light Compensation): HLC feature is used to identify and suppress the strong light sources that 

LSC (Lens Shading compensation): This feature brightens the image in shaded areas. 

MIRROR

MOTION: The MOTION feature allows you to quickly identify areas of the image where motion is detected.

PRIVACY: The PRIVACY feature allows you to block areas of the image from being seen. Use the SX, EX, SY, 
and EY parameters to set the right, left, up and down limits of the privacy area. 

SAVE/EXIT

SX, EX, SY, EY: Sets the start and end X boundaries and the start and end Y boundaries of a PRIVACY or 
MOTION area.  

Examples

For clarity, the background video image was removed in the screens included here.  

Example 1: Change video frame rate

The video frame rate parameter can be set using the Main Menu VIDEO OUT submenu. To change the 
setting: 

1. Open the OSD Main Menu (see “Step 3. Open the OSD menu” on page 2). 

2. With the > marker at the VIDEO OUT entry, click the Iris + button to open the VIDEO OUT submenu 
(see the right screen above. 

3. With the > marker at the FRAME RATE entry, click the  or  button to decrease or increase the 
frame rate. 

4. Click the  button to position the > marker at RETURN, and then click the Iris + button to return 
to the previous menu (MAIN MENU). 

5. Click the  button to position the > marker at EXIT, and then click the Iris + button to open the 
EXIT submenu.

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6. Click the  or  button to position the > marker at either SAVE/EXIT or EXIT, and then click the 
Iris + button. 

NOTE
SAVE/EXIT: Use this option if you want to retain the setting. It can be changed at any time.

Example 2: Change the camera video settings

1. Open the OSD Main Menu (see “Step 3. Open the OSD menu” on page 2). 

2. Click the  button to position the > marker at EFFECT, and then click the Iris + button to open the 
EFFECT submenu. 

3. Click the  or  button to position the > marker at the parameter you want to change, and then 
click the  or  button to decrease or increase the setting. The FLIP and RETURN options are 

4. Repeat the previous step to change other parameter values if necessary. 

5. Click the  button to position the > marker at RETURN, and then click the Iris + button to return 
to the previous menu (MAIN MENU). 

6. Click the  button to position the > marker at EXIT, and then click the Iris + button to open the 
EXIT submenu. 

7. Click the  or  button to position the > marker at either SAVE/EXIT or EXIT, and then click the 
Iris + button.

Cleaning

Clean the camera dome with an approved glass cleaning solution and a lint free cloth. 

• Dust can be removed from the unit by wiping it with a soft damp cloth. To remove stains, gently rub 
the surface with a soft cloth moistened with a mild detergent solution, then rinse and dry it with a 
soft cloth.

• Remove all foreign particles, such as plastic or rubber materials, attached to the camera housing. 
These may cause damage to the surface over time.

Nothing appears on the screen - Check the power connection. 
- Check the video signal cable connection to the monitor. 

The video image is dim or not clear. - If the camera lens is dirty, clean it with a soft, clean cloth.
- Adjust the monitor controls, if necessary. 
- If the camera is facing a very strong light, change the camera position.
- Adjust the lens focus.

The screen is dark. - Adjust the contrast control of the monitor.
- If you have an intermediate device, set the impedance (75 Ω /Hi-Z) 

properly, and check the cable connections.

The camera is not working properly and the 
surface of the camera is hot.

- Verify that the camera is correctly connected to an appropriate regulated 
power source.

   If necessary,change the camera position.
